 Here are some questions and a fact sheet that you can present to your local candidates. 

          LOCAL CANDIDATE QUESTIONNAIRE
1. Do you believe safe, affordable, and appropriate housing is one of the basic foundations for individuals and families to build stable and productive lives in liveable and lasting communities? Why?
2. In your opinion, what are the barriers and/or problems impacting the supply of housing that the households can afford to rent or own in the community?

3. Are you aware of how many people in the community are paying more than 30% of their income on housing?
4. What role, if any, do you feel municipal governments should have in the development of affordable housing? 
5. What zoning bylaws and policies will you implement to encourage a mixture of market and nonmarket affordable housing? What other ways could you suggest that affordable housing be protected and developed in your community? 
6. How will you improve on current consultation processes to involve our community on development and growth issues?

7. How will you address the concerns of citizens and neighbourhood associations that are resistant to change?
8. Would you make a commitment for the community to set a target for affordable housing to be developed each year?  What would you do to ensure that these targets were met? 
9. Would you champion the development of a comprehensive affordable housing strategy for your community? What would such a strategy look like?
10. Would you be a champion in advocating for provincial and federal levels of government to provide sufficient funds for the development of affordable housing, and for maintaining our existing social housing?
